A MESSAGE FROM THE NATIONAL LEGISLATIVE 

DIRECTOR 

 

Happy New Year! 
 
2007 is here and promises a lot of activity and 
work from Auxiliary members, their friends, and 
families. We will be working on the issues that 
are so crucial to the well-being of our spouses 
working on trains, buses, and airlines. 
 
In the first 100 hours the House will be in a 
flurry passing numerous bills (more to appease 
their constituents than anything else), and the 
bill then goes to the Senate, where the flurry 
will halt. Then the House will finally slow down 
and things will resume their normal pace. In the 
spring, we will begin working on Rail Safety, 
Amtrak and the Surface Transportation Board 
reauthorization. 
 
There is a joint effort being coordinated right 
now regarding fatigue (this is part of Rail 
Safety). We are focusing on getting the spouses 
home, rested and able to spend more time with 
their families. 
 
Always remember to be respectful and follow 
the guidelines from the handout on

on our side. Be careful not to alienate them. If 
you do not have this information, please let me 
know.

If you want to see change, you must get 
involved. 
 
We are asking you to start communicating with 
your members of Congress regarding the fatigue 
issue. Let them know how frustrated you are 
and what your life is like. They need to know 
the Thanks-giving’s, birthdays, Christmases, 
baseball games, ballet recitals, etc. they have 
missed due to their work hours. Your 
representatives need to hear this from YOU the 
spouse.  
 

 
 
Before closing, I would like to make a special 
welcome to Dana Garvin, the newly elected 
Secretary/Treasurer for the Auxiliary. I know 
Dana will do a wonderful job and will be a great 
asset and team member to the Auxiliary of the 
UTU.
