AUXILIARY SCHOLARSHIP FUND 
 

The Auxiliary Board of Directors established the scholarship trust fund.  It was decided the Auxiliary of the 
UTU Scholarship Fund Board would award a minimum of eight four-year scholarships of $1,000.00 each per 
year beginning with the 2005/2006 school year. Our Scholarship program allows a portion of Auxiliary funds to 
be preserved for the future education of families of Auxiliary members. 
  

Eligibility 
Scholarships are awarded from a pool of applications received from the current year.  These applications are 
received from current UTU auxiliary members in good standing, who nominate their children, stepchildren, 
grandchildren and step-grandchildren.  The Auxiliary member must have membership of at least one year as of 
March 31 in the year of the scholarship application and maintain membership through the duration of the 
scholarship award.  

Scholarship Requirements 
An applicant must have attained at least a high school senior level education, be no more than 25 years of age, 
and be enrolled as a full time student in an accredited college or university.  The student must maintain a yearly 
minimum 2.0 grade point average. 
      

Awards 
The selection of scholarship recipients is made through a random drawing from the pool of qualified applicants 
who have submitted applications in accordance with the foundation’s requirements. 
 

Application Period 
The application period for the school year will be January 1 through 31.  All applications must be postmarked on 
or before March 31.  The scholarship will be for the fall term of the same year.  Only one application per student 
will be accepted.
